Personal electrical appliances.

An electric kettle is provided in each room, but no other appliances for cooking or heating are allowed.
Residents’ personal equipment must be correctly installed/connected and overload of the electrical circuits
avoided.

Baggage Room

Trunks and heavy suitcases cannot be stored in bedrooms. A numbered rack in the baggage room is
allocated to each resident and access can be obtained at any time. No baggage can be stored after your
departure.

Breakage and damage
Residents are liable for any breakages and damage to Vincent House property.

Smoking
Smoking is not allowed in public areas but is permitted inside the individual bedrooms. Great care must be
taken.

Guests

Guests of residents should present themselves at Reception on arrival. No visitors will be admitted
between 12 midnight and 6.00am unless previously advised to Reception and guests of residents may not
stay overnight. The Management reserves the right to require residents’ visitors to leave if a noise nuisance
is being caused.

lllegal substances

result will have their residency terminated forthwith and be asked to leave Vincent House immediately. No
refund will be made.
